RULES AND REGULATIONS - DEPARTMENT OF MEDICINE
1.0
MEMBERSHIP
The Department of Medicine shall consist of those members of the Medical Staff of Banner Del E. Webb Medical Center who have been appointed to the Department by the Board, as recommended by the Medical Executive Committee, in conformity with the Bylaws, and the Rules and Regulations Policy Manual of the Medical and Affiliate Staff of Banner Del E. Webb Medical Center.

OFFICERS

2.1
A Chief of Medicine and a Vice-Chief of Medicine will be elected as outlined in the Rules and Regulations Policy Manual. 

3.0
DUTIES OF OFFICERS

3.1
Chief of Medicine


In addition to the duties outlined in the Rules and Regulations Policy Manual, 


3.1-1
The Chief of Medicine shall preside at Department of Medicine meetings.


3.1-2
The Chief of Medicine with the approval of the Medical Executive Committee shall appoint the Critical Care Committee, and any other ad hoc committees deemed necessary to conduct the business and affairs of the Department.


3.1-3
The Chief of Medicine shall be responsible for overall supervision of work by physicians in the Department of Medicine and shall have the authority to intercede in any case when in his judgment it is necessary.  As soon as practicable thereafter, his decision shall be submitted to the Department of Medicine for its review.  After review by the Department of Medicine, the decision shall be forwarded, in writing, to the Medical Executive Committee.  

3.1-4
The Chief of Medicine shall report to the Department on the proceedings of the Medical Executive Committee as well as on the proceedings of the Department's sub-committees.


3.2
Vice Chief of Medicine


3.2-1
The Vice Chief of Medicine shall assume the duties of the Chief of Medicine in his/her absence.

4.0 INTERNAL MEDICINE ER CALL POLICY

4.1 Banner employed hospitalists may take ER call.  Internal Medicine and Family Practice physicians who provide primary care services and wish to take Internal Medicine ED call must have his/her primary office in the designated service area for Banner Del E. Webb Medical Center as defined by the following zip codes (85375, 85374, 85379, 85388, 85387 and 85383). Subspecialists may serve on the Internal Medicine ED call rotation for a two-year period starting from their initial Medical Staff appointment date. After the two-year period, the subspecialist may only serve on their respective subspecialty call, if available. 

4.2          Incidents involving refusal of the practitioner to provide follow up services to a patient received while on ED call or referring a patient to an office outside the designated service area as defined above for follow up may result in removal from the call and/or outpatient referral schedules at the discretion of the Medical Executive Committee.
4.3          Changes to the Internal Medicine ED call schedule must be submitted to the Medical Staff Services Department.  The assigned physician must indicate in the letter who will be responsible for assuming their assigned call and ensure the replacement physician meets the qualifications to take Internal Medicine ED call and is aware of the call change. The Emergency Department should be contacted only for emergent changes to the ED call schedule.  If there is an emergency change to the weekend schedule during a time when the Medical Staff Services Department is not available, the Emergency Department will ensure this information is forwarded to Medical Staff Services.
4.4          Physicians who accept voluntary call must admit AND attend patients in the Medical Center and must provide patient follow up at the office within the designated service area for Banner Webb as defined above.  Physicians may not give call away.

4.5 All physicians with privileges in the specialty of Cardiology without interventional privileges must obtain a back-up physician on-call for the Emergency Room for each specific day of coverage.
5.0
The Rules and Regulations of the Department of Medicine and the Sections of Emergency Medicine, Medical Imaging and Psychiatry will be reviewed every two years.
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
